· No distractions – there are no TVs, internet, or cell phone service!
A Typical Day at camp 

· 6 am – Rise and Shine!
· 7 am – Roll Call and Stretching
· 7:45 am – Breakfast (cereal bar, eggs, sausage, pancakes, fruit bar, juices, muffins)
· 9 am – Marching Rehearsal outside
· 12 noon – Lunch (pizza, sloppy joes, hot dogs, chicken, hamburgers, salad bar, cookies, koolaid)
· 1 pm – 3 pm – Team Sports and Activities (including an hour set aside for rest and showers)
· 3 pm – Music Sectional lead by Section Leader
· 4 pm – Music Sectional lead by Staff members
· 5:30 pm – Dinner (BBQ chicken, Salisbury steak, tacos, spaghetti, pork, potatoes, veggies, salad bar, bread, spanish rice, green beans, nachos, churros, dessert, lemonade, koolaid, milk)
· 6:35 pm – Full Music Rehearsals 
· 9 pm – Evening Activity (videos, skits, Dance on Thursday, Senior Vespers on Friday), Vespers
· 11 pm – Lights Out! 
Time to pack!! 
· Students are permitted 1 suitcase, 1 backpack, 1 sleeping bag, and 1 pillow.  Clarinets + Flutes go ON the bus.
· Remember, you’re packing for a week… not a month ( 
· All Brass, Saxophones, and Percussion will prep instruments for loading today!
The Packing List 

· Instrument – Brass, Saxophones, and Percussion will leave instruments here today to load.  Flutes & Clarinets carry their instruments on the bus.
· Music (in a 3-ring binder with sheet protectors) and multiple PENCILS!
· Supplies (valve oil, slide grease, a case of reeds, extra sticks, mallets, tape, etc.) 
· Folding music stand
· Flip Folder with at least 10 sheets
· Single bed sheets or sleeping bag
· Pillow (bring on the bus)
The Packing List – continued 

· Shorts (at least four pairs)
· Jeans or Pants
· T-shirts (at least 6 – no halter tops, spaghetti straps, bare midriffs)
· Socks and Underwear (for six days!)
· Hat – a must have item!  Make sure it covers your head (no visors)
· Sunglasses/Glasses 
· Athletic Shoes (Shoes are required at all times at camp so you may want to bring two (2) pairs.  NO SANDALS EVER!) 
The Packing List – continued 
· Personal Medical Prescriptions (make sure you have turned in your YELLOW form – you are responsible for administering your own medicine!)
· Towel and washcloth (remember, it’s not a hotel!)
· Personal Water Bottle (large) with your name on it.
· Flashlight with fresh batteries
· Personal items: soap, comb, brush, toothbrush & toothpaste, insect repellent, kleenex, sanitary supplies, shampoo, tylenol, SUNSCREEN (at least SPF40), chap stick, Icy Hot, Aloe, and contact lens supplies
· Large plastic garbage bag for dirty clothes.
The Packing List – continued 

· Backpack to carry your music, stand, water, etc.
· Notebook paper for taking down skit ideas
· Pencils and highlighter – essential for good rehearsals
· Band Council ONLY: remember to bring section video backup videos, sports equipment, skit props, dance lights and supplies
OPTIONAL, but good to have:
· Camera, idea books for skits, deck of cards, frisbees, supplies for friendship mail, costumes for theme days
And last – don’t forget… 
· Your Alarm Clock.  Even if you are in a cabin with 10 other people, 10 alarm clocks will wake everyone up.  With only 1 clock, odds are everyone will sleep in and get in trouble!
· A wrist watch to keep track of time during the day
Things not to bring to camp 
· The purpose of Band Camp is to meet new friends and form a team bond.
· Therefore, LEAVE THESE AT HOME (no exceptions):
· Music Players and iPods (they will be confiscated for the duration of Camp by Mr. DuPlessis – no exceptions)
· Cell Phones (they won’t work anyway!  Again, they will be confiscated)
· Portable game players (they will be confiscated)
· Hair dryers and curling irons – the camp forbids them!
· Valuables such as cash, jewelry, and any other expensive item.  
· These rules will be followed without exception.

Bus Rules 
· Band Parent Chaperones will be riding up with us on the busses – they are in charge of each bus!
· Everyone must be in a seat at all times (not facing backward)
· No loud talking or singing!  
· No food or drink (only water) on the bus
· These are school busses (oftentimes not very cool!) so dress accordingly.
· Bus assignments will be posted tomorrow before Roll Call (1:30) – there are no substitutions or switching.
The Rules 
· Corona Marching Band members will act with class and dignity in all situations.  To that end:
· NO SWEARING or ABUSIVE LANGUAGE (this includes taunting other students based on their race, religion, etc.) 
· STEALING will not be tolerated.  Respect your cabin members!
· ALL SCHOOL, DISTRICT, AND STATE LAWS WILL BE FOLLOWED.  Students found in possession of alcohol, drugs, tobacco, or weapons will be dealt with by the local police and sent home immediately at the parent’s expense.  DON’T EVEN THINK ABOUT IT.
The Rules 

· Skits are a team activity to be enjoyed by all.  There will be no suggestive, offensive, or provocative skits.  Just because you see something on TV or movies does not make it appropriate material for a skit.  Any skit that is deemed inappropriate will be immediately stopped and all other skits will be cancelled for the week.
· No girls are allowed in the boys cabins.  No boys are allowed in the girls cabins. NO MATTER WHAT.
· Students are to remain in their assigned cabins at lights out time until wakeup at 6 am.  If 1 student breaks curfew, all evening activities will be cancelled.
Band Camp is a school function 

· Therefore all school rules are in force as well as the special rules of camp.  Any infraction of these rules could and probably will result in the following:
· PHONE CALL TO PARENTS (collect)
· POSSIBLE (PROBABLE) DISMISSAL FROM BAND FOR THE REST OF THE YEAR
· BEING SENT HOME at the parents’ expense.
· ANY SCHOOL RULES BROKEN WILL BE DEALT WITH BY THE ADMINISTRATION UPON RETURN (meaning further suspension or expulsion from school)
In case of emergency 
· EMERGENCY PHONE NUMBER AT THE CAMP IS 928-478-4630 
· This is the Camp’s private phone number.
· Camp staff will take a message and give it to Mr. DuPlessis.
· They ask that parents use it ONLY in case of emergencies and NOT to call just to check in with their camper.

· We encourage all parents and friends to travel up to Payson to see the music that has resulted from the students’ hard work!  The Concert will start at 12 NOON.
Following the concert 

· We will need help loading our truck following the Concert.  See Rick Headlee or Lonnie Slawson if you want to help!
· Parents are responsible for driving their students back home to Tempe following the concert.  No school busses will be provided. 
· Students/parents are responsible for taking their own instruments and luggage back home (except percussion and tubas)

· Symphonic Band – 2nd level group 
· Wind Ensemble – top band
· Unfortunately, the office cannot do schedule changes to move people between bands.
